Meanwhile, in Kyoto, Japan, local 
artisans open their workshops to share the intricate processes 
behind crafts like Kiyomizu pottery or Nishijin weaving.

In the vast salt desert of the Kutch region in Gujarat 
in India lies the spectacle of the Rann Utsav. This cultural 
festival is a celebration of the region’s heritage, art, music 
and dances. The highlight is undoubtedly the surreal white 
expanse of the salt desert, which glistens under the full 
moon, creating an awesome experience.

Such hyper-local experiences allow travellers to 
immerse themselves deeply into a destination’s culture 
and lifestyle, moving beyond typical sightseeing to form 
genuine connections with places and people.

SPACE TOURISM  
As futuristic as it sounds, 2023 has seen significant 
advancements in space tourism. Companies like Blue Origin 
and SpaceX have laid the groundwork, making suborbital 
flights more accessible to civilians. The allure of seeing 
Earth from space has made this an incredibly sought-after, 
albeit premium, travel experience.

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Pioneers like SpaceX are making strides towards 
commercial spaceflights, with plans to ferry civilians on 
orbital jaunts around the Earth. Richard Branson’s Virgin 
Galactic, after years of anticipation, has already taken 
private passengers on suborbital voyages, offering them 
breathtaking views of Earth against the vastness of space.

Meanwhile, Blue Origin, founded by Jeff Bezos, has 
successfully launched missions giving travellers a few 
minutes of weightlessness in space before a parachute-
assisted landing. Beyond just flights, visionary projects 
propose lunar resorts in the near future, where guests can 
experience the moon’s barren landscapes first hand.

SLOW TRAVEL  
The rush of ticking off destinations from a bucket list is 
fading. In its place, ‘slow travel’ is emerging, where travellers 
spend more extended periods in one location, deeply 
exploring and understanding its essence. This approach is 
more sustainable and allows for a deeper connection to a 
destination.

I
t is a ritual for most people to brew leaves and leaf buds 
of the tea plant, Camellia sinensis by steeping them in 
freshly boiled water. Just the image of a teapot with a 
teacup or two symbolizes relaxation and refreshment.    
Although we can’t get enough of our favourite cuppa, 

it’s interesting to know that altogether there are six types 
of tea which include green tea, Wulong (oolong) tea, 
white tea, black tea, puer (pu-erh) tea, and dark tea. The 
herbal teas do not come from the traditional tea plant but 
irrespective of the type of tea which is your favourite, tea 
brings companionship and comfort in each happy sip.

Tea is a worldwide phenomenon and just about every 
country, from India to Argentina to Malaysia, has its own 
way of consuming it. Much like wine, different terrains and 
altitudes not to mention rain and the region, affect the 

taste and characteristics of tea ...full-bodied, brisk, earthy, 
soft, delicate, soft, and fruity characteristics.

DARJEELING, INDIA  
Darjeeling - the land of tea gardens! The Darjeeling district 
of West Bengal is known for its plethora of tea gardens, 
with over 80 stretching across acres of land.

For the most part, tea creation goes on till the end of 
November and is known as pre-winter flush.

Home to one of the best tea estates in India, Nilgiris Hills in 
Tamil Nadu is about a thousand years old. A scrumptiously 
fragrant tea, with sensitive botanical notes and brilliant 
yellow tones – this brew will make you feel freshly

The highest tea garden in India is worth a visit. Beautifully 
located in steep and rugged terrain, Kolukkumalai in Munnar, 
Kerala is situated at 7900 ft. Due to its height and terrain, you 
can reach it by jeep, take a round of the sprawling estate 
including a wonderful tour of its factory and check out the 
tea varieties. At the tea tasting centre, enjoy the special 
flavours of Broken Orange Pekoe (BOP) and the Flowery 
Orange Pekoe (FOP) for your cuppa. In fact, the tea factory 
has enormous charm as it was built in 1930 and its wooden 
interiors bring in another age and time. 

Kolukkumalai is around 38 km from Munnar town 
which in itself is intrinsically linked to tea as it is a part of 
its history and culture. Tata Tea set up a Tea Museum at 
the Nallathanni Estate in 2005 which contains exhibits 
of photographs and types of machinery, chronicling the 
history of tea in the region.

 
JORHAT TEA BUNGALOWS, ASSAM 
Assuming there’s one thing that Assam is known for other 
than its nature’s excellence, it is the tea estates here. It is 
the Tea Capital of the World, and you can’t pass by the state 
without visiting the Jorhat Tea Bungalows. It will just add 
more flavour to your vacation. 

Assam tea is, for the most part, collected twice - 
Nilgiris Tea Plantation, Tamil NaduNilgiris Tea Plantation, Tamil Nadu

Kollukkumallay, Kerala Kollukkumallay, Kerala 
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energetic. The peaceful Toda clan of these tea gardens 
helps in making this fragrant cup of tea. Nilgiri tea has a 
somewhat minty flavour, possibly because trees like the 
Blue Gum and Eucalyptus populate the locale.  

The wonderful mix of flavours and body makes Nilgiri 
tea a ‘blender’s fantasy’. The Nilgiri Hills of Tamil Nadu 
otherwise known as the ‘Blue Mountains’ have experienced 
the impact of both southwest and northeast rains; a reason 
why the tea leaves here are culled around the year. Also, 
maybe the flavours created by the tea gardens themselves 
give the light mix its liveliness.

HARROGATE, UNITED KINGDOM  
English breakfast tea is a British staple, which has expanded 
over the years to include a variety of brews including decaf 
and gold standard. The quaint spa town of Harrogate is 
home to one of the UK’s most popular Yorkshire tea brands, 
where it blends tea leaves from Assam and East Africa to 
create unique combinations bursting with flavour.

Take a trip to the nearby city of York and enjoy a 
delightful Afternoon Tea Boat Cruise along the picturesque 
River Ouse, where visitors will discover the city’s medieval 
history. Iconic sites include York Minster, one of the largest 
and most beautiful Gothic cathedrals in the world.

Stop by at the traditional tearooms in the market towns 
throughout the District. After a day of sightseeing, be it 
historic castles, mansions, gardens, or lush landscapes take 
a break over a freshly brewed cup of tea along with freshly 
baked cakes and pastries.

Within Misiones lies the Iguazú National 
Park, home to the magical Iguazú Falls – the world’s largest 
waterfall – where visitors can spot bright-billed toucans 
and colourful butterflies.

CAMERON HIGHLANDS, MALAYSIA

VINEYARD VENTURES: LUXE WINE 
DESTINATIONS

W
ines are distinct and are best experienced in 
their own home where water, weather and 
soil retain original flavours and taste. Wine 
tourism is a wonderful way of experiencing 

age-old cultures. Adding to the experience is the fact that 
various musicians and artists come to vineyard festivals to 
perform and set a lovely atmosphere for the night. So pack 
your bags and get ready for new experiences.  

LANGUEDOC-ROUSILLON, FRANCE  
For music-loving wine fans, the best ticket of the year is Jazz 
à l’Hospitalet, a yearly celebration put together by noted 
winemaker Gérard Bertrand. Hosted at Gérard Bertrand’s 
38-room Château l’Hospitalet — which is a biodynamically 

cultivated wine domain — the celebration takes place over 
five days in late spring.

While this celebratory wine event is a springboard to 
the region, a major reason to visit the area can be found 
in the town of Narbonne, which lies inside the Corbières 
AOC. Narbonne itself is only a 10-minute drive from the 
Mediterranean Sea — a reason that makes it even more 
alluring because of the bright Mediterranean environment.

Corbières offers a natural and biodynamic viticulture. 
The vineyards here mainly produce red AOC wine, 
characterised with fruity, spicy aromas. The grape varieties 
cultivated are Carignan, Syrah and black Grenache.

Here is a rich landscape of awesome countryside, a sea 
of vineyards, a background of rolling hills, where pinewood

and garrigues dominate. While sampling wine or trekking 
or enjoying festivities do visit the citadels, the massif of the 
Hautes Corbières, the valley of the Torgan, or walk along 
the Canal du Midi.    

CAPE WINELANDS, SOUTH AFRICA  
With non-stop flights presently available from most 
metropolitan cities to Cape Town, it’s easy to get to South 
Africa’s Cape Winelands, the home of the country’s most 
recognised wineries. The drive from Cape Town to wine 
country requires only 45 minutes, and the drive is both scenic 
and attractive as you go through the towns of Stellenbosch, 
Franschhoek, and Paarl (each situated in the core of the district). 

This region is a paradise for wine lovers who wish to 
explore this great wine growing region that boasts 45 
producer cellars, 457 private wine cellars, 5 wine regions 
and 22 wine routes. There are guided tours and tastings at 
vineyards which range from boutique wineries to sprawling 
estates.

The best way, of course, is to wither cycle between 
vineyards or take the Wine Tram from Franschhoek, with 
a hop on and off at various wine estates as and when 
you please. Visitors can sample wine and food pairing at 
picturesque food outlets at vineyards and tasting of the 
classic Pinotage, South Africa’s smoky, red wine, as well 
as the wonderful Chenin Blancs makes this wine region a 
premier wine destination.

PORTO, PORTUGAL  
Set to open in mid-2020, the Fladgate Partnership’s World 
of Wine is a vacationer dream that will offer five wine gallery 
meetings, nine eateries and bars, a wine school, and different 
display spaces, all inside Fladgate’s distribution centres in 
the city of Porto. The event expects to feature Portugal‘s 
reputation as a noted winemaking country, which is already 
known as a global forerunner in ‘wine stopper’ creation.

The charming city of Porto offers visitors a great history, 
local and sophisticated shopping areas, and welcomes you 
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to its waterside promenades and cafes. Porto, with its noted 
historical centre, is recognised as a UNESCO world cultural 
heritage site and marks the gateway to your Portuguese 
wine travel. here is a landscape to inspire you with its 
famous wine regions; Douro (the birthplace of Port wine) 
and the unmatchable Vinho Verde.

Porto’s vicinity to the Douro Valley, which can be reached 
by boat, train, or car, makes visiting real grape plantations 
a reality while remaining in the city. Yet, with a flourishing 
eating scene and neighbourhood aperitifs to boot, you can 
be pardoned for saving that outing for another time.

TENERIFE, SPAIN  
Spain is right now going through a thrilling winemaking 
renaissance, and it’s on the island domain of Tenerife that 
considerable interest is seen among travellers. Tenerife has 
five wine regions: Valle de la Orotava, Ycoden-Daute-Isora, 
Abona, Tacoronte-Acentejo and Valle de Güímar.

This small area covers an area of 8, 000 hectares in 
Tenerife. Wine production in Tenerife began in the 15th 
century and in the 16th century, its wines became a byword 
for excellence among leading figures, and monarchs in 
Europe.

Tenerife’s grounded wine course and most of its bodegas 
(wineries) are situated in the upper east of the island, near 
the city of San Cristóbal de La Laguna. Guests can partake 
in a variety of wines made utilizing native assortments, 
including the sensitive Listán Blanco and Listán Negro and 
Baboso Negro, which is vinified into incredible, hard reds. If 
white wine is a favourite, then you are in the right place as 
80% of the Valle de Güímar wines are white.

There are a hundred wineries on the island where 
visitors can discover the flavours and nuances of Tenerife 
wines. Enjoy guided tours, or go biking to explore the 
wonderful vineyards and take in the tastings and food and 
wine pairing.    

CAMPANIA, ITALY  
Italy is the fifth-most visited country on earth, getting 
more than 60 million vacationers yearly. While this tells you 
there is hardly any region ‘unexplored” places, a fresh and 
beautiful locale is Campania.  Here is a little known gem 
that is an iconic wine destination.

Situated on the “shin” of Italy‘s boot, Campania is home 
to Naples (and its reality popular pizza), Mount Vesuvius, the 
Amalfi Coast, and the Pompeii ruins. The district represents 
considerable authority in wines especially red grape 
Aglianico, and white grapes Greco, Fiano, and Falanghina.

The Amalfi Coast is also a highlight with dreamy coastal 
destinations, like the seaside resort of Sorrento and the 
beautiful islands of Capri and Ischia in the Tyrrhenian Sea.

You will see small picture-perfect villages like Positano 
and Ravello which are built along the cliff line and offer 

stunning views of the coast and the sea. No wonder this 
stretch of coastline is a designated UNESCO World Heritage 
Site.  

VIENNA, AUSTRIA  
Austria‘s capital, Vienna is a centre of music, workmanship, 
and espresso culture. A lesser-known yet similarly attractive 
reason to visit is that Vienna is the world capital producing 
huge amounts of wine and well-developed viticulture and 
wine-related culture in the city. By huge, we’re talking 
about 630 producers of wine, from urban vineyards or 
more than 700 hectares of vineyards — 85% of which are 
committed to white wines like Riesling, Sauvignon Blanc, 
and Grüner Veltliner.

The best season to experience Vienna’s vineyards is 
during fall, when the city has its yearly Wine Hiking Day. 
With three courses traversing a sum of 15 miles, guests 
can stroll the city’s grape plantations while sampling tasty 
food and wine pairings. There are castles spotted along the 
course, as well, and provide a broad perspective of the city 
as a pleasant background.

A detour to a must-visit wine tourism destination is the 
small Wachau valley in Lower Austria. You must sample 
wines grown here, which is the best of Austrian wines – 
Riesling. Wachau is a picturesque UNESCO World Heritage 
Site with vineyards, ancient monasteries and castles. Don’t 
miss the stunning baroque Melk Abbey and the Göttweig 
Abbey near Krems.

ajasthan is known for its royalties, rich cultural past, 
and exquisite lifestyle, and its wedding traditions 
are famous.

PRE-WEDDING RITUALS  
We take a journey through some of the fascinating pre-
wedding customs and ceremonies that would be perfect 

TT BUREAU
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Pithi Dastoor 

is jovial and cheerful throughout. At the groom’s home, the 
same customs are observed. The bride and groom are not 
allowed to leave the house after the Pithi Dastoor till the 
wedding day.

MAHIRA DASTOOR – Throughout this ritual, the bride or 
groom’s maternal uncle/mama pays a visit to their home 
and brings a variety of presents. The gifts contain bridal 
attire for the bride and husband, as well as jewellery, fruits, 
and sweets for the entire family. The bride’s or groom’s 
mother greets her brother and his family and feeds them 
home-cooked meals. It traditionally implies that he is also 
contributing to the wedding costs.

JANEU – After performing puja and havan on the occasion 
of the wedding, the priest presents a sacred thread to 
the groom. During this event, the groom wears a saffron 
gown. He acknowledges the duties of married life by doing 
this ceremony, and he is moved from the Brahmacharya 
Ashram to the Garhasthya Ashram.

PALLA DASTOOR – The bride is showered with clothing, 
jewellery, cosmetics, and accessories from the groom’s 
relatives. Her bridal jewellery and attire are among them. 
These items are on showcase in a public area of the house 
for all of the family’s relatives and friends to see.

BARAAT – The wedding procession that follows the groom 
as he departs for the wedding destination is known as the 

for lovers of culture looking to learn more about a wedding 
in this royal state which is guaranteed to be extraordinary 
or add interesting flavours to their own big day.

SAGAI – In Marwari culture, sagai pertains to the 
engagement ceremony. Mudha-Tikka is another name for 
this function. The wedding is held in the groom’s home. 
Male members of the bride’s family pay a visit to the 
groom’s family, and the bride’s brother places a kumkum 
and rice tika on the groom’s forehead to signify the match’s 
welcome. In general, women do not participate in the Sagai 
ritual.

GANAPATI STHAPANA – Both of the bride and groom’s 
families celebrate this tradition a few days before the 
wedding, in which they begin the wedding ceremonies 
by placing Lord Ganesh’s idol on a sacred platform in a 
procedure termed Ganapati Sthapana.

PITHI DASTOOR – In various cultures, Pithi Dastoor pertains 
to a ceremony similar to Haldi. Pithi is a turmeric, sandalwood, 
and sometimes besan paste that is administered to both the 
bride and groom. The bride dresses in a traditional yellow or 
orange gown and sits beneath a colourful shade, wherein 
her mother and other family members apply the paste to her 
hands, feet, and face.

She is then showered in water that the women had 
collected from a local body of water. Women sing traditional 
wedding melodies while the dhol is being beaten. The vibe 
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baraat. He must ride a mare and wield a sword, a customary 
reminder of the region’s royal and military background.

THE WEDDING  
AARTI – At the entrance, the groom is greeted by a 
welcoming party. The bride’s mother does an elaborate 
Aarti for him and feeds him sweets and water. The groom is 
then greeted as he enters the venue.

JAIMALA – The husband is then led to the bride, who is 
wearing a veil over her face. She places seven suhalis on 
the groom’s head. Suhali refers to some sort of snack. The 
bride and groom exchange garlands after that.

GRANTHI BANDHAN – A knot is tied by the groom’s sister 
or the priest between the groom’s odhni and the bride’s 
odhni. This represents the coming together of two souls.

PANIGRAHAN – After the promises are made, the groom’s 
father places the bride’s hand on top of the groom’s. The 
Paanigrahan ceremony is finished when the groom accepts 
the bride’s hands from her father and ties a sacred thread 
across the unified hands.

PHERA – While the priest repeats Vedic mantras, the 
bride and groom take rounds around the holy fire. Four 
pheras are taken in the mandap during Marwari wedding 
traditions. For the first two pheras the bride precedes the 

groom and then later two pheras are taken by the groom. 
Three more pheras are taken at the entry afterward.

ASHWAROHAN – The bride’s foot is placed on a grinding 
stone. She must push the stone forward seven times with 
her feet. This ceremony symbolises the obstacles that 
the bride would experience during her married life and 
indicates that she will tackle them with conviction and 
resolve.

POST-WEDDING RITUALS  
BIDAI – After leaving the bride’s parental home, the 
newlyweds proceed to the groom’s home. The bride’s 
family bids her farewell with tears in their eyes. 

When the car starts, a coconut is placed under the 
wheel, which is meant to be crushed, giving good luck 
for the journey. In front of her husband, the bride lifts her 
veil for the first time, and he presents her with a piece of 
jewellery.

GRIHA PRAVESH – The bride is greeted with an elaborate 
and warm welcome by her mother-in-law, who performs 
an Arti before bringing her into her husband’s home. The 
bride is instructed to step over the threshold with her right 
foot into a dish containing milk and crimson solution. 

She kicks over a pot loaded with rice and a coin signifying 
the bringer of fertility and wealth to her husband’s home in 
five steps with her coloured feet.

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PAGELAGNI – The bride is introduced to her family and 
extended family during this ritual. The bride is blessed by 
the elders, and a puja is held in her honour.

WEDDING ATTIRES

Ghagra is the name given to a form of long skirt 
worn by women in Rajasthan. A Choli or a long or short 
blouse is generally paired with the Ghagra.

The bride’s entire face is covered throughout the 
wedding rites with a colourful Odhni or Dupatta, which 
completes the look. Rajasthani wedding ghagras come in a 
variety of brilliant colours and designs, such as Leheriya and 
Mothra. Cotton is commonly used for these. Rajasthani men 
are not far behind women when it comes to dressing up. 
They have the same vibrant and attractive appearance as 
women. A Pagri (turban), Dhoti or Pyjama, Angarkha, Patka 
(waistband), and Kamarbandh are among their clothes.

GREAT CUISINE

Moreover, many might be surprised to know that 
the term “Bollywood” was coined much later in the 1970s 
and originally, Indian cinema was known internationally as 
“Bombay cinema.”

We have seen that Mumbai was where the first train in 
the country was operated. However, Mumbai is also home 
to the first Indian bus. The first motor bus service, which 
operated between Afghan Church and Crawford Market in 
Mumbai, began on July 15, 1926. For the same journey, the 
bus fare was four annas or 25 paise.

IT HAS INDIA’S FIRST AIRPORT  
The country saw a commencement in the aviation industry 
when India’s first aerodrome was built in 1928, the Juhu 
Aerodrome. In a non-operational part of the airport, the 
country’s first civil aviation museum will open. The airport 
first opened in 1928 and served as the city’s sole airport 
until 1948, when the current one in Santa Cruz was built.

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND  
The origins of Kalaripayattu are believed to have been 
established by Lord Parasurama, the sixth avatar of Lord 
Vishnu, according to Hindu mythology. The word “Kalari” 
means battlefield, and “Payattu” refers to fight or practice. 
So, Kalaripayattu can be translated as the “practice in the 
arts of the battlefield.” 

TRAINING AND TECHNIQUES  
PHYSICAL CONDITIONING: Training begins with a 
rigorous regimen to attain peak physical fitness and 

flexibility. Exercises mimic the movements of various 
animals, giving rise to techniques such as the “elephant 
posture,” “cat posture,” and “snake posture.”

COMBAT TECHNIQUES: Students learn unarmed combat 
before moving on to weaponry. The techniques involve 
strikes, kicks, grappling, and defensive methods.

This phase might include exercises that imitate animal 
movements, such as the lion, elephant, cat, or snake, each 
focusing on different aspects of agility and strength.

PHYSICAL CONDITIONING: Rigorous exercises, including 
stretches, jumps, and squats, which are designed to 
increase strength, stamina, and flexibility.

Basic Combat Techniques Once a certain level of 
physical fitness is achieved, students move on to basic 
combat techniques:

UNARMED COMBAT: This involves learning to use the 
body as a weapon, and mastering punches, kicks, locks, and 
grappling techniques.

BASIC SEQUENCES (VANDUS): Choreographed patterns 
of movement that combine defence and attack, teaching 
students to anticipate and counter an opponent’s moves.

INTRODUCTION TO WEAPONS

STICKS (KETTUKARI): The most basic weapon, practising 
with sticks helps students understand distance, timing, and 
rhythm in combat.
